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RULE NO. NATURE OF VIGLATION OBSERVED

1I{1) Mining Operation has not been carried out in accordance with the approved modification of Mining Plan of
vide letter no. 614(2)/MP-B-284/08-DDN dated 26-04-2017 to the following extent:

a) Benches formation shall be done from 1840mRL to 1816mRL with 4 benches having 6m of
respective bench height in pit-1. However, the bench height has not been maintained as per
proposal.

b) Adequate protective measures have not been taken to ensure the stability of dumps as per the
condition of approval of mining plan. The retaining wall and garland drain has not been prepared to
prevent the wash off of the material during rains.

33 The holder of a mining iease shall, on or before the 30th day of June every year submit to the authorized
officer, a digital copy along with a print copy of the surface geological plans and sections maintained under
rule 32.

However the same has not been submitted.

45(1) The lessee has not been registered as per the records in the name of legal heir and mine is still linked to the
Late Virender Kumar Walia.

45(7) In the submitted Annual return 2021-22, discrepancy is found as follows:

I In part VI, item 2 dispatches have been shown from the mine head but at the same time the

deductions have been claimed towards the cost of transportation upto loading station which is

contradictory. Further on examination it has been observed that no such loading site/ storage site has
been registered.

Incompiete information has been submitted regarding domestic sales in part VI item 5 of the Annual

Return 2021-22. It is not shown as to whom it has been dispatched.

3. Ex.Mine Price of LD grade Limestone is reported quite low w.r.t Average Sale Price. It has been
observed that cost of production is 342 Rs PMT but Ex Mine price is of the order of 320 -340 Rs
PMT. Supporting documents to justify the low Ex. Mine Price of LD grade limestone was not
produced while inspection
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
